Few topics are as integral to the success of innovation in the global economy as security and privacy. New technologies allow individuals, corporations and government entities to monitor, track and identify employees, customers and the general public. This subject generates strong opinions from both the civil libertarian and conservative communities. Technology Review will provide a forum for both ends of the spectrum to discuss this most important topic.

Concurrent Afternoon Conversations 

These sessions will provide an in-depth perspective on the three industries with a pronounced benefit from transformative technologies. These sessions will be comprised of CTOs or heads of research from major industry with at least one TR100 recipient and a financial analyst for each segment. 

Session #1: Beyond Pervasive Computing 

For the last few years, the idea of ubiquitous or pervasive computing has really taken off. It means different things to different people, but the common idea is that we are moving to a world of increased connectivity, where everything and everyone is highly networked and computing services and applications are available anytime/anywhere, wired and wireless. This connectivity is also called grid computing. 

Leading computer scientists are promoting a new idea that goes a step beyond, proactive, or attentive computing. The idea is that we can do computing anytime/anywhere, but to make it really be productive it must not just respond to users, but anticipate their needs through agents, data mining, sense-making and other software applications.

Session #2: Proteomics and Genomics – Personalized Medicine

We’ve deciphered the human genome and moved into the study of the individual proteins that the genes code for. Such advances have harkened images of a day when all drugs are not only targeted at molecular workings or specific diseases, they are tailor made for each individual’s genetic makeup.

The personalized medicine market is experiencing dynamic growth. Over $700 million dollars has been invested in proteomics in the past year. We spend over $100 billion a year in this country alone on the direct and indirect costs of Alzheimer’s. A cure for this dreaded disease is predicted to be worth $8 billion to the pharmaceutical company that develops the drug to treat it. 

Session #3: Energy and Transportation – Supply, Demand and the Technologies to Solve Key Bottlenecks

Deregulation, demand and supply bottlenecks created havoc on both the streets and on Wall Street in 2000/2001. Americans spent nearly $600 billion on energy in 1999 and with developing nations expected to consume nearly the same amount of oil as industrialized nations, world energy consumption is expected to surge by 59% from by 2020. New technologies and new implementations of existing technologies can render many of these challenges obsolete. 

The average American spent 11% of disposable income on transportation costs in 1999. The capital cost of transportation to corporations is a critical component of their P&L. In this time of economic challenge, technology can create efficiencies to make transportation a core area of economic benefit to both individuals and corporations.
